Born in the Grand Duchy of
Luxembourg, Véronique Rischard is a
multitalented artist. After graduating with
a Dipléme National des Beaux-Arts in
Strasbourg, France, she decided to enter
the world of opera. She started her career
at the Opéra du Rhin, and in 1982,
became assistant stage-manager at the
Opéra de Paris where she had the opportunity to work with some of
the greatest artists of our time.

Designed by the architect Harold Sterner in 1929 for the former
Secretary of Defense, Mr. James Forrestal, 17 Beekman Place
was home to the great American composer Irving Berlin and his
family from 1947 until his death in 1989 at the age of 101. In
1990, the five-story town house was acquired by the
Government of the Grand Duchy of Luxembourg, and
subsequently renovated to house the Permanent Mission of
Luxembourg to the United Nations, the Consulate General of
Luxembourg, the Luxembourg Board of Economic
Development and the Luxembourg Tourist Office.
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
